The team that your daughter is currently auditioning for represents the best athletes of that particular age group in the Sudbury Region.  The magnitude of this accomplishment should not be ignored, considering the number of girls that participate in the sport of volleyball in the Sudbury area and Northern Ontario.

Team Composition

Ideally teams will consist of 10 to 12 athletes.  Athlete selection will be based on both team needs and potential of athletes in our program.

Financial Commitment

The NCVC, like any other sports club, is a costly endeavour to undertake.  The financial commitment of each athlete involves two areas.  Those particular areas are:

1. Player Registration Fees

2. Fundraising Commitment

1.  Player Registration Fees

· The cost of the Individual Player Registration Fees is $850.00, which includes:
· Team Wear that athletes keep at conclusion of season:
· Warm-up Suit
· Warm-up t-shirts (2)
· Team Spandex

· Team Bag 
· Tournament Registrations

· Registration with Ontario Volleyball through the National Registry System (NRS)

· Ticket to year end Awards Banquet

· Funds to off-set cost of :
· Accommodations at all competitive events
· Coaching expenses at competitive events
· Personal Trainer
· The Player Registration Fee will be paid in 4 installments:

· $500.00 (Due upon selection to team)

· $150.00 (Post-dated cheque for November 1st, 2011)

· $100.00 (Post-dated cheque for January 1st, 2012)

· $100.00 (Post-dated cheque for February 1st, 2012)
2.  Fundraising Commitment
· While each athlete’s registration fee provides the NCVC with a financial foundation, it does not, unfortunately, adequately cover all associated costs of operation, equipment and uniforms purchases.
· In order to meet our budgetary requirements for the competitive season, each athlete is responsible for 300.00 of fundraising.  

· As an organization, we will participate in 2 club based fundraisers:
1. Parent Social 

2. Hockey Pools

· Upon selection, each athlete will be required to produce a post-dated cheque for the amount of $300.00 for December 1st, 2011.  This cheque will be cashed shortly after December 1st, 2011 to fulfill each individual’s fundraising commitment.  
For each fundraising activity, families will receive an allotment to participate in if they so choose.  Proceeds collected from participation will be kept by each family.  Any fundraising completed in excess of the $300.00 requirement, will be earmarked to the club for club activities.  
The club will also conduct a general club fundraising raffle in the second part of the season.  



Training Sessions

· Each particular age division team will practice on court a minimum of two times per week.  
· Each team will train with the club Personal Trainers on Monday evenings.
· One of these practice sessions will be conducted on Sunday.  A weeknight session will also be conducted on an evening that is best suited to each particular team.  

· Teams may practice more than twice per week if so desired

· Locations are TBD based on availability and coaches’ requirements

Competition Conflicts

There are bound to be competition conflicts between various schedules.  The Chill policy on this matter is that in the event of a conflict between a Chill event, and another activity, the decision is left to the athlete and her parents.  We will not encourage, nor discourage an athlete from choosing Chill over another activity.  With this, as a club, we have two requests:

1. Firstly, in the event that the athlete may make the decision to attend another activity over a Chill competition, is that they provide their respective coaches with a minimum 2 weeks notice, in order for the coaches to structure their practice sessions accordingly leading up to the competition.  

2. Secondly, and most importantly, it is imperative that it is communicated to the organizers of your other activities the reasons for you not attending those events.  In addition, this should be done in a timely manner



Playing Time

The NCVC is a competitive club.  The goal of each of the coaching staffs will be to develop each athlete in all aspects of volleyball, both in a practice and competitive setting.  This goal, however, must be balanced with the objective of realizing success in competitive environments such as tournaments.  Each member of the NCVC will receive some allotment of court time over the course of the competitive season, but equal distribution of playing time should not be expected.
